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Name: George McMath Scholarship Fund
Objective: The fund has been established by the Trustees to provide support for students of Scottish art and culture. This policy seeks to sustain and enlarge the fund while providing support for students of Scottish arts and culture. 

Responsibilities: 

· Society President, shall ensure that the treasurer provides reports on the status of the fund in accordance with this policy and that the Trustees provide a November report to the Society. The President shall convene the trustees no later than January of each year to establish disbursement policy for that year. The president, or the president’s designee, shall ensure that persons likely to benefit from the scholarship are informed of the annual benefits available and the application process. The president of designee shall make notifications of scholarship awards.

· Society Trustees, by majority vote, establish this policy and may by the same method amend this policy. The Trustees shall provide, in November, an annual report to the members of the Society on the status of the McMath fund. The trustees shall determine, by September of each year, the total amount of funds that shall be dispersed, and the maximum individual award, and the maximum group award.  The Trustees shall determine who shall receive scholarships in accordance with the selection criteria. (see Selection Criteria below) The total annual dispersal should not exceed the Fund’s likely annual income of the fund in order that the goal of increasing the Fund may be achieved. 

· Society Treasurer shall segregate McMath funds from general revenues of the Society, provide quarterly reports to the Trustees on the status of the fund, and prepare an annual November report to the Society in the Trustees behalf. The treasurer will collect and disperse funds in accordance with this policy and record the annual dispersal goals and limitations determined by the trustees. 

Scholarship Eligibility


Any student of Scottish art or culture or group of students, resident of Central Indiana may apply for a scholarship to attend a school, workshop or take training in Scottish art of culture anywhere in the world. However, this residence application does not apply to any student attending a school or workshop on Scottish art or culture that is conducted in the state of Indiana. Scholarship money may be used for tuition, books, materials, transportation, food, or lodging associated with this training. Any student who receives a scholarship may be asked to share what they have learned with the Society, or the public in the Societies behalf, in a one-time appearance or presentation. 

Scholarship Application


Scholarship applications must be submitted to the Society by September 30 of each year. Disbursements shall be made by the Society at the Founders Day Dinner in November of each year. In the event that available funds have not been exhausted, requests may be considered after the first Wednesday in December, on a case-by-case basis. See application attached.

Selection Criteria


The Trustees, or a special scholarship committee selected and empowered by the trustees, shall meet no later than the first Wednesday of November  to evaluate scholarship applications. They will rank the merit of the requests in terms of their value to sustaining and furthering Scottish culture in central Indiana and the financial need of the students. In no case shall any person or group receive more than the maximum sum established in the annual dispersal policy. If there are more applicants than funds available scholarships scholarships may be denied to worthy applicants, or smaller apportionments may be made to spread scholarship money among more applicants.
