RULES FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE INDIANAPOLIS SCOTTISH HIGHLAND GAMES & FESTIVAL October 13th, 2012


1. All athletes must be Kilted! If you do not have a kilt we will be renting a limited quantity at the games. ($15 dollars to rent)

2. Athletes must be pre-registered. A non-refundable registration fee of $25.00 will charged to all athletes. Forms can be found at www.indyscot.org . Athletes will receive a lunch, T-shirt, & water. No participation will be granted on the day of the Games. 

3. Athletes will be expected to compete in all seven Highland Heavy events as follow: 19# Braemar Stone Put (16# stone for women), 56# Weight Throw(42# for masters,28# for women), 28# Weight Throw(14# for women), Caber Toss, 22# Hammer Toss (16# women), 16# Sheaf Toss(12# for women), 56# Weight Toss (42# for masters, 28# for women). An Open Strength Event will also be added at the end of the competition, but not scored, for those wishing to participate. A $25 cash prize will be awarded to winners in both men’s and women’s class.

4. Athletes may compete in one of seven different classes. A Class, B Class, C class, Masters (40years of age or older), Lights (under 190#), Women’s & Women’s Master. Athletes may be placed in one of these classes based on ability and Head Field Judges discretion. All excepted registrations will play. We welcome first time athletes and do not limit the number of applicants. 

5. Awards will be given out for the winners of each of the seven classes. 

6. The Decathlon scoring system is used for placing at the Indianapolis Scottish Highland Games & Festival.

7. Registration for the First Indianapolis Scottish Highland Games & Festival will end September 10th, 2012.

8. Due to the nature of these Heavy Events, the Indianapolis Scottish Highland Games & Festival Athletic Director and the Festival Director reserve the rite to refuse any applicant the opportunity to participate.

9. Individual instruction will be available on the field prior to each event for new (and old!) athletes.
